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The Squash Section is part of Dulwich Sports Club, which has been a club owned by its members since 1867.

Other sports include Tennis, Cricket, Croquet and Hockey, and discounts are available for members of more than one section. There is a friendly Club Bar open every day, with well kept beers such as Adnams and IPA plus several lagers, together with a variety of energy replacing soft drinks for the health conscious athlete!

Bob also organises Club Night on Sundays from 6pm to 9pm, open to members and non members alike and an ideal way to try out the club.

The Club Squash League is a mixed one catering for a wide range of playing abilities and all members are encouraged to join. In particular, players in the Club Teams are also expected to play in the Club League. Each league usually lasts six weeks. There is also a Doubles League and a Racketball League.

Court charges consist of a light fee and an optional booking fee. Light fees for a 45 minute period are currently £4.00 for Courts 1 and 2 in the Lower Pavilion and £4.00 for Courts 3 and 4 in the Upper Pavilion. These are paid by inserting 2 valid Membership Cards and coins for the required time into the meter on the ground floor of the Upper Pavilion. Court Booking is recommended for peak times and is done online at http://dsc.mycourts.co.uk/ . Booking costs are £3 per 45 minute session for peak time courts and £1 for off-peak courts. An unbooked court may be used without booking but may have to be vacated at the start of the next playing slot.

The Upper Pavilion is usually unlocked during bar opening times and often throughout the day. For security reasons it may be locked at some times and members who regularly play during the day are advised to purchase a key from the bar. The Lower Pavilion has an entry system which requires a Membership Card to activate the mechanism.

Members should ensure that their court footwear has non-marking soles and should endeavour not to introduce extraneous dirt on to the courts, particularly in the Lower Pavilion if they do not change there.

Guests may play with a Member and are required to pay a £3 Guest Fee in the meter before money is inserted for the Light Fee. A particular guest may play up to 6 times in one season after which he or she would be expected to consider joining the club.
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
